The meeting discussed and adopted 17 Preliminary APT Common Proposals (PACPs) for the WTDC-14 which will be held in Dubai, United Arab Emirates from 30 March to 10 April, 2014.

These adopted PACPs are now being circulated for approval by your Administration in accordance with the established procedure for ACP approval. The PACPs are attached in the file PACP.zip. a) the proposal is supported by at least one quarter (25%) of all the APT Members, and 

b)
the proposal is not opposed by more than 50% of the number of Members who support it.
